The Position/Status of Organization

The Burma Lawyers' Council is an independent
organization which was formed in a liberated area of Burma
in 1994. It is neither aligned nor is it under the authority of
any political organization. Individual lawyers and legal
academics have joined together of their own free will to
form this organization.



Target Population

The BLC is working for the entire grass
roots population of Burma (farmers,
soldiers, workers, refugees, civil service
administrative staff, and proprietors of
small enterprises etc.) with a particular
emphasis on the legal needs of women.
However practical, strategic
considerations meant that the BLC is
working through the middle class

politically progressive population, private
employers of medium size enterprises,
intellectuals and academics, civil servants,
political leaders and the second line
leaders of the democratic opposition.



Objectives of the BL.C

* Promote and assist in the educating,
implementing, restoring and improving
basic human rights, democratic rights,
and the rule of law in Burma;

* Assist in drafting and implementing a
constitution for Burma, and in associated
matters of legal education; and

* Participate and cooperate in the
emergence of a Civil Society in Burma
and along the border community as well;

* Protected and Promoted labour rights to
Burmese migrant workers.



Paricularities of the
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BLC is the only organization, which contributes to promote human rights from legal perspective in
the democratic movement of Burma.

BLC encourages and strengthen the peaceful activities of grassroots people for the emergence of the
democratic institutions and independent civil society organizations, based on the civil society
concept.

BLC monitor the events relevant to Burma, point out from legal perspective on the basis of human
right, produce statements and legal analysis publish them in the Legal Issues on Burma regularly.

Over the past twenty years, BLC has already provided human rights and legal trainings to over 2,000
activists, working for Burma. Over one million population indirectly benefited from BLC's legal
education and campaign activities.

BLC attempts to lay down legal and constitutional foundation for a new democratic society of Burma
within the framework of a Federal Union.

BLC has a long term program for prevailing of good governance in Burma, based on the rule of law.

In order to seek justice, BLC provides legal aid and assistance, as one of the major working programs,
to the victims whose human rights and legal rights are violated by the governmental authorities.
